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PDS Accomplishments

Voter Mobilization
We mobilized voter support for, and helped 
elect, progressive Democratic candidates at 
the state and local level. Our successes 
include Governor Deval Patrick, State 
Senator Pat Jehlen, State Rep Denise 
Provost, State Rep Carl Sciortino, as well as 
several Somerville aldermen and School 
Committee members.

Public Education
We sponsored candidates' debates and 
mobilized residents on diverse public policy 
matters such as the city budget, zoning at 
Assembly Square, the Patriot Act, gay 
marriage, affordable housing, and public 
transportation. We hosted a forum on the 
School Superintendent search and a training 
for progressives interested in running for 
office or working on campaigns.

Massachusetts Scorecard
The Scorecard evaluates state legislators 
based on the State Democratic Party 
platform. It brings a higher degree of 
transparency and accountability to 
government in an accessible electronic 
format published at MassScorecard.org.

Influencing the Democratic Party
PDS has boosted participation in Ward 
Committees and Party caucuses. John Walsh, 
new chairman of the Massachusetts 
Democratic State Party spoke and answered 
questions at our April 2007 meeting. Of the 
68 delegates to the State Convention in May, 
32 were PDS members or supporters.
